Lesson 2.

Objective:  to give the students practice in telling the story using The Simple Past Tense;  to give the students practice in forming regular and irregular forms of verbs.

Aids: four fragments of the text with the verbs removed; one verb sheet per two students; pictures of various characters and objects for vocabulary revision.

Activities: work with the whole class, pair work, group work.

Skills: all four language skills

Time: 45 minutes

Procedure:
I. Warm-up: vocabulary revision.

1. The teacher distributes several pictures illustrating the vocabulary introduced during the previous lesson. There are a few words written around each picture, but only one is correct. The students' task is to circle the correct word.

2. The students work on their own for one minute.

3. Next, the teacher shows a picture, and one of the students reads the word he/she has circled. This procedure is repeated with the rest of the pictures.

II. Pre-teaching to retelling the fairy tale:

1. The teacher introduces the main objective of the lesson.

2. Verb search. The teacher gives one verb sheet per two students and sets the task. She says: "There are 28 infinitives buried in the sheet. All the verbs are taken from the fairy tale "Cinderella". Your task is to find them. You may find verbs going horizontally, vertically and diagonally, forwards as well as backwards. You have 10 minutes to perform the task".
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3. The students work in pairs and perform the task.

4. Feed-back: The students read the verbs they have found and write them down on the blackboard.

5. Next, the teacher works with the whole class. She asks the students to give and write down the past forms of the verbs written on the blackboard. When the past forms of all the verbs have been written down, the teacher asks the students to repeat the verbs chorally and individually with correct pronunciation.

6. The teacher forms 4 groups and sets the task by saying: "In a minute I shall give each group different fragments of the fairy tale with the verbs removed. Your task is to reconstruct your fragments of the fairy tales by filling in the missing verbs. The verbs written on the blackboard may help you. You have eight minutes to complete the task".

Fragment 1.

Fragment 4.

7. The students work in groups, and then each group reads its fragments of the fairy tale to the whole class.

III. Retelling the fairy tale.

1. The teacher tells the students to read their fragments very carefully, because they will be asked to retell these fragments to other students. The students read the fragments for three minutes.

2. The teacher arranges 4 new groups in such a way that each member of a group knows a different fragment of the fairy tale.

3. Next, the teacher sets the speaking task by saying: "Your task is to retell the whole story about Cinderella. Each of you knows one piece of the fairy tale. Work together for 8 minutes and be ready for oral presentation".

4. The students complete the task.

5. Feed-back: Representatives from each group present the whole story to the class.
